Caring for Our Homeless  

Every community shoulders a load for the poor and the homeless. So many people find themselves in bad 
circumstances not of their choosing, while some may actually choose to ǲlive on the fringeǳ for whatever reason. 
There are so many biblical stories centred around disadvantaged people in those times, and how Jesus told us to 
treat them with kindness and with justice. Today is no different. 
Every day in some way, our parish is being touched by the poor and homeless.  Up until this week, the tip of the 
iceberg of Bundabergǯs homeless could be seen at one of our churches where, over the past ͙͠ months or more, a 
few very unfortunate people were finding regular shelter and security. The church is usually cool and quiet, and they 
tell us that they have felt safe there. They use the amenities and they charge their phones. They were sometimes 
given cups of coffee. From day one they were told to respect all other visitors, and to not interrupt or impede anyone 
else who wanted to seek out peace, solitude or simply the quiet enjoyment of the church. They have always been 
told to be quiet inside the church. 
All comers are always welcome into our churches, and Christian hospitality will always be offered, with no 
exceptions. However, long-term disrespect for that hospitality is not acceptable and this week, sadly, action had to 
be taken against a certain individual. We were fortunate to have the help of the gentlemen from Jeremiah House, 
Australiaǯs first shelter for men and children.  
Making a positive difference to the lives of those in need will always be part of the mission of our Parish. St. Vincent 
de Paul Society are a wonderful example of Christian outreach via their welfare contributions into our community. So 
much of their valuable work goes unnoticed and is possibly taken for granted. To the many people who volunteer 
their services to Vinnies in so many different ways, we say a sincere ǲthank youǳ.   
Bundaberg is very fortunate to have an active organisation called Bundaberg Housing and Homelessness Forum. As 
of this month, your Parish will be represented on that forum to find out how we can contribute, in a meaningful and 
co-ordinated way, to the less fortunate people within our local community. We will also be continuing similar 
discussions with the other local mainstream churches, and with St. Vincent de Paul, about how effective 
contributions to those in need within our community can continue.    
Pope Francis recently said, ǲWe know that Jesus wanted to show solidarity with every person. He wanted everyone 
to experience His companionship, His help and His love. He identified with all those who suffer, who weep, who 
suffer any kind of injustice. He tells us this clearly, ǮI was hungry, and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me 
something to drink, I was a stranger and you welcomed me.ǯ Jesus keeps knocking on our doors, the doors of our 
lives. He doesnǯt do this by magic, with special effects, with flashing lights and fireworks. Jesus keeps knocking on 
our door in the faces of our brothers and sisters, in the faces of our neighbours, in the faces of those at our side.ǳ

Why should this document, addressed to all people of good will, include a 
chapter dealing with the convictions of believers? I am well aware that in the 
areas of politics and philosophy there are those who firmly reject the idea of a 
Creator, or consider it irrelevant, and consequently dismiss as irrational the rich 
contribution which religions can make towards an integral ecology and the full 
development of humanity. Others view religions simply as a subculture to be 
tolerated. Nonetheless, science and religion, with their distinctive approaches to 
understanding reality, can enter into an intense dialogue fruitful for both.

Where would you go if the world was ending? What would you do? The last 
decade has seen a rise in doomsday prepping, the marketing of survival 
techniques, and a sea of products designed for you to weather the apocalypse. 
ǲThe days will come when there will not be left a stone upon another that will 
not be thrown down,ǳ Jesus warns in todayǯs Gospel. On the one hand, He is 
referring to the literal downfall of the city of Jerusalem. Indeed, many of his 
prophecies here have come true over the last few millennia. Nations have indeed 
ǲrise[n] against nation[s],ǳ kingdoms against kingdoms. Surf any world news 
website today alone, and you will see stories of ǲpowerful earthquakes, famines, 
and plagues.ǳ Jesusǯ advice to his disciples, however, isnǯt to build a bunker. Itǯs 
to persevere in faith … which wonǯt be easy. 
ǲThey will seize and persecute you… you will be handed over… you will be hated 
because of my name.ǳ This warning, too, has come to pass in the Church 
throughout history in state-sponsored persecutions and martyrdoms. Jesus is 
the Messiah, but his first coming was not a coming of earthly victory. Any 
disciple of his can expect a challenge. The coming of Christ didnǯt disrupt our 
free will. Evil still exists and sometimes even appears to triumph. This does not 
mean God has abandoned His people! 
Jesus reminds the disciples and us of his constant presence. ǲI myself shall give 
you a wisdom in speaking.ǳ In other Gospel passages, Jesus promises and sends 
the Holy Spirit upon his followers. The presence of God is real in our lives, no 
matter what trials come our way. Itǯs tempting to be distracted or dismayed by 
natural destruction and moral evil in the world. But the Church has weathered 
greater storms. The sacredness of the human person endures. We can have 
hope! This day and every day, we can persevere in hope and trust in God.
